*Patient Clothing—\Vhite T-shirts (larger sizes), white socks (for women and men, ankle or no
show), men’s boxers/briefs (all sizes, most of our veterans are large or bigger), women’s panties (all
sizes). Women’s undershirts/sports bras (all sizes), and sweat pants and shirts (all sizes, most of our
veterans are large or bigger).
*Patient Comfort Items Individual Size (No Glass)—Alcohol free mouthwash, dentures brushes,
dental cleanser, denture adhesive, Deodorant (Men and Women), Body Wash (Neutral or masculine
scents), Hand/Body Lotion. Small size bottles are ideal, but not the travel/sample size. Similarly
large, economy sizes are often too heavy or cumbersome for patients to handle comfortably.
Approximate 8-12 ounce bottles are best.
*Donations are also accepted to provide funds for various patient activities.

Airport off Route 10.
